OBR30) Long Term Plan Update:

a) It was AGREED that the long term plan previously submitted (OBR 07b) would remain in that format.  All new relevant information/details to be collated and the document updated, it was acknowledged that this was a work in progress and would continue to be so while the plan was ‘live’.     
OBR31) Special Edition of Looking @ Locking: AGREED the following
a) Cllr Lacey to make any changes to the draft. 
b) Draft to be submitted to Full Council for 1st October 20 meeting 
c) Subject to the above, date for distribution end of Oct 2020.
d) The Clerk to give details of print companies used for NHP Survey and Cllr Prosser to make enquiries with his print contact. 
 OBR32) Woodland Project:  
a) Tree and hedging packs from Woodland Trust are due to arrive between 2 – 20 November.  Full planting instructions and maintenance had been received and circulated to members via email.
b) Chairman updated that she along with Mr Fowler (former Cllr) had been working on a landscape planting scheme 

c) AGREED date of planting would be 28 November 20 to coincide with Tree Charter day.   
d) Local Schools and uniformed groups to be approached to assist with the tree planting, other means of involving the public were also discussed. 

e) Clerk updated re Bristol Water and easement over the main water trunk at the playing field – Inspector would be visiting sometime Friday 11th Sept to mark out the trunk line, it was noted that no tree should be planted within the sterilised area being 5 metres either side of the route of the pipe that had been marked out.
f) Clerk to obtain quotations for a digger and operative for digging out 250 small holes.

g) Request from a member of the public with regards to planting a memorial tree.  It was generally agreed that the tree would have to self funded, and with regards to maintenance this would also apply.  Clerk to get back to member of the public to update and refer to Chairman should the member of the public require further information.
