            2020 and to inform regular hirers.

H81) Parish Hall – to discuss the long term future of the Parish Hall:

a) It was generally agreed that the HP&G Committee should strive to achieve maximum use of the
hall it was agreed that to achieve this there would need to be some improvement works to the
kitchen, ladies and gent’s toilets – these could be considered as projects for the next financial

year.
b) It was also noted that the GP Surgery would be moving into their new premises in the next 2

years, this would be an income stream lost to Hall. 

c) It was generally agreed that a recommendation to full council would be to move the LPC office

d) and facilities into that vacant space.

e) It was noted that the long term plan for OBR Playing Fields may have a provision for a new

Parish Hall/sports facility included in the plan it was generally felt that until this was produced

f) any further options should still be looked.

g) Discussed the Neighbourhood Plan Survey results as Parishioners were asked for their comments regarding the Parish Hall, it would be beneficial to review those comments which would assist in a way forward AGREED to request permission from Full Council for access to the Neighbourhood Plan Survey results regarding the Parish Hall.
